Mission Without Borders has been actively involved in

partnering with churches in Eastern Europe since the

1960s.

MWB’s Soup Kitchens are situated in places where there is
deep poverty, high unemployment, little social support for
the elderly, people struggling with addictions and
hopelessness. Vulnerable people such as the housebound
elderly, single parents under great stress, and children
neglected by their parents, all receive a warm welcome and
a refuge at our Soup Kitchens.

Many of the kitchens are located in local churches, where
families can gather in a warm and inviting place to share a
meal and connect with the volunteers and one another. In
some communities where people are housebound, disabled,
or elderly and unable to attend the church, volunteers visit
them in their homes, bringing a warm meal and friendship.

Street Mercy operates mobile soup kitchens in Bulgaria and
Moldova, serving meals to homeless people in parks 5-6
days a week. There is a time for prayer and Bible reading for
those who want it, as well as time to talk and encourage one
another, along with a hot meal that can be eaten on site or
taken away.
